The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on April 3, 2018.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert and Larson present.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to accept the March minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to accept the financial report for the month of March.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5882-5888, in the amount of $5,608.76, for the month of March.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, that annual payment be made from the Road Districts to Road & Bridge, for blading and snow removal, for township roads with motor grader.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from North Dakota Insurance Reserve Fund, pertaining to electing a representative, to serve on the board of directors.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, authorizing the chairman to cast a proxy vote, to elect Scott Ouradnik, to the Board of Directors, to represent counties on the North Dakota Insurance Reserve Board.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, authorizing the chairman to sign the final project certification letter to NDDOT, on the following road projects; CNOB-3521 (062); CONB-3521 (061); CNOC-3526 (055); CNOC-3526 (056); CNOB-3521 (060) and CNOC-3548 (056).  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of March, for his department.  Total calls-40; Medical calls-2; Fire calls-0; Traffic Accidents-2; Assist Other Agencies-7; Prisoner Transports-7; Arrests-7; Citations-7; Papers Served-20; Warrants Served-5.  Personnel- hired one part-time dispatcher and a new deputy will start May 1st.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, presented three (3) proposals for a new copy machine. After review, moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to purchase a Sharp MX-3050 Color Copier from Gaffaney’s of Minot, Inc. in the amount of $4,963.00.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, joined the meeting.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC board.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid for the moth of March.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, gave the board an update on the inmate population for March, which was 102. High 108, low of 97.  April currently has 103.  Bookings 88; Releases 86. Personnel 24/24; No resignations; No new hires. One significant incident. There was a deficit of $19,976.59, for the month of February.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to approve the financial report for the month of February, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Board reconvened at 9:25 A.M., with all members present.

Pete Ritterman, Ritterman Trucking, Doug Schneider, Schneider Custom Hauling, Steve Jacobson, B & J Excavating, and Bruce Dokken joined the meeting.

Board discussed briefly with those present what their thoughts were if a fee would be charged to the landowner/contractor for hauling product out of gravel pits. Each contractor would pay a fee for each pit that they would haul out of.  

As the hour of 9:30 A.M was past, the chairman called for the opening of the clay and gravel bids.  After review, the board declared all bids in order.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept all bids for clay and graveling.  Motion carried.

Chairman called for the opening of the machine hire bids for the construction season.  After review, the board declared all bids in order.  Moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept all bids for machine hire.  Motion carried.

A public hearing was held at 10:00 A.M., for a conditional use permit submitted by Fisher Sand & Gravel, for a “gravel mining operation”, located in the SW1/4 of Section 3, Township 153 North, Range 73 West; and NE1/4 of Section 33, Township 152 North, Range 73 West.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the conditional use permit submitted by Fisher Sand & Gravel.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed a conditional use permit submitted by Gowan Construction for “borrow pits”, located in the W1/2SE1/4 of Section 29, Township 153 North, Range 72 West; NW1/4NW1/4 of Section 31, Township 154 North, Range 72 West; N1/2NW1/4, of Section 25, Township 155 North, Range 73 West and SE1/4SE1/4 of Section 36, Township 156 North, Range 73 West.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the conditional use permit submitted by Gowan Construction.  Motion carried.

A public hearing was held at 10:15 A.M., for a conditional use permit submitted by Mayo Construction for a “temporary hot mix plant”, located in the SE1/4 of Section 28, Township 152 North, Range 73 West and NE1/4 of Section 33, Township 152 North, Range 73 West.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the conditional use permit submitted by Mayo Construction.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Linda Axtman, for tax years 2016 & 2017 (2018-33-34), on the following described property as W 25’ of Lot 2, all Lot 3, Block 4, Sikes 2nd Addition, located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the abatement application for tax years 2016 & 2017, as recommended by the Tax Director, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to lower the true and full value on 2016 tax year from 290,711 to 267,711 and 2017 tax year from 280,649 to 257,649, as recommended by the Tax Director, as an error in the assessment.  Motion carried.

As the hour of 11:00 A.M, was past, the chairman called for the opening of the culvert bids.  After review, the board declared all bids in order.  Moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept all bids for culverts.  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, reported back to the board that all bids were in order for Road Project CNOB-3527 (056).  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to accept the bid from Knife Materials, for Road Project CNOB-CNOC-3527 (056), Pierce County, Reshaping & Graveling CMC route 3527 near Knox beginning at County line, then North 5 miles, in the amount of $256,236.75.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, Migler moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:30 A.M.
