PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





August 7, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on August 7, 2012. Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Johnston, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to accept the July minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to accept the financial report for the month of July.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following townships for road repair: Rd District #24 (Rosedale) $4, 969.18; Rd District #23 (Girard) $1,790.81; Rd District #21 (Sandale) $928.72; Rd District #12 (Hurricane Lake) $11,074.61 and Road & Bridge $2,400.00. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to transfer $100,000.00 from Highway Distribution Fund to Road and Bridge Fund.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from Lance Yoke, Executive Director, Red River Basin Commission, asking for funding. Pierce County’s share would be $1,105.00, which is based on 75% of ¼ mill of the county’s taxable valuation and land that is in the Red River Basin.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to send the correspondence to the Pierce County Water Resource Board.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to appoint Randy Malo, as an advisory board member of the Heart of America Correctional & Treatment Center.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to approve the site authorization for games of chance from Duck’s Unlimited, which will be held on October 3, 2012.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed a correspondence letter from ND DEM on DR#1829 (2009).  A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Migler, to de-obligate 2009 Fema Funds, in the amount of $940.00.  Motion carried.

Matt Lunde, Sheriff, met with the board concerning his department.
Matt Lunde, Sheriff, left the meeting.

Commissioner Bohl gave the rest of the board an update on Highway #30.

Commissioner Migler informed the rest of the board that the interviewing was done on August 3, 2012, for the administrator position at the Heart of America Correctional & Treatment Center.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to hire

Mary Richard, as the new administrator, for the Heart of America Correctional & Treatment Center. Motion carried.

Coleen Stutrud, Clerk of Court, introduced Karin Fritel, Deputy Clerk of Court, to the board.

Dave Bednarz, Alvin Anderson, Mitzi Mettler, board members of Geograhical Center Historical Society & Prairie Village Museum and Cathy Jelsing, Curator/Manager met with the board and gave an overview of the costs to operate the museum. Cathy asked if the Board of County Commissioners of Pierce County could place a question on the ballot for the general election of whether they should levy a tax. This would be in addition to all levies now authorized by law, of not exceeding three-quarters ¾ of one mill, upon all taxable property in the County, to defray the expenses in general and not limited to, maintenance of buildings.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to put the question on the ballot for the next general election (November 6, 2012) whether the county should levy a tax, in addition to all levies now authorized by law, of not exceeding three-quarters ¾ of one mill, upon all taxable property in the county.  Motion carried.
Board continued checking departmental budgets.

Karen Halle, Administrator, Lake Region District Health, presented the budget for 2013.  She explained the programs, along with cost and funding. Karen also explained that her department would like to purchase electronic medical records. The amount of funding requested for the 2013 budget from Pierce County is $68,669.00, an increase of $6,184. The amount requested is based on the taxable valuation of each county in the district. Meeting of the joint boards will be held on September 4, 2012, at 8:30 a.m. by conference call.

Nick Brossart, Tax Director, joined the meeting.

Norman R Erickson, joined the meeting.
Board reviewed abatement application filed from Norman R Erickson, on Lot 9 & W 15’ of Lot 10, Block 4, Serumgard’s Addition, to the City of Rugby, for the year 2012.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to approve the abatement application from Norman R Erickson for the year 2012, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.

Yolanda Goodman, NDSU Extension Agent, met and went over her departmental budget.

Michelle Lind met and gave the board a short report on the 4-H Program that was under her direction. The board thanked her for taking on the 4-H Program due to the vacancy in the NDSU Extension office.
There being no further business, Johnston moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:00 A.M.
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
