PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS




             December 4, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on December 4, 2012.  Auditor Fursather called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Bohl, Migler, Larson, Christenson and Johnston present.
Auditor Fursather led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Upon call for nominations for Chairman, for ensuing year, Johnston nominated Mike Christenson for Chairman.  Following no further nominations, a motion was made by Johnston that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Mike Christenson for chairman.  Motion carried.
Upon call for nominations for Vice-Chairman, for ensuing year, Bohl nominated Duane Johnston.  Following no further nominations, a motion was made by Migler that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Duane Johnston for Vice-Chairman.  Motion carried.

Auditor Fursather turned the meeting over to Chairman Christenson.

Josh Siegler, acting sheriff, met and gave a report for his department for the month of November.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to accept the November minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Larson, and seconded by Johnston, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.
Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to accept the financial report for the month of November.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that proper deed be issued to the following described county property as Selz Lots 16, 17, 18, 19, 20 Block 10, located in the Village of Selz, to Rick Fox.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson that proper deed be issued to the following described county property as Selz Lots 5, 6, 7, 8, Block 10, located in the Village of Selz to Rocky Mountain Land LLC.  Motion carried

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that payment be made from the General Fund to the Health Insurance Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to approve the application for Beer and Liquor Licenses from Rugby Eagles Aerie #3834, Joe Goldade (Larry’s Bar) Selz and Rugby Golf Club, and that refund be made in accordance with ordinance.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to re-appoint Ronald Kremer, as a member of the Pierce County Water Resource Board.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to re-appoint Deb Schiff, as a representative on the North Central Human Service Center Advisory Board.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to pay the ND Association of Counties dues in the amount of $6,075.00 for the calendar year 2013.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to pay the ND County Commissioners Association dues in the amount of $1,425.00 for the calendar year 2013.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Migler, authorizing the chairman, auditor and states attorney to sign the maintenance certification which states that all federal aid highway projects are being maintained according to the North Dakota Department of Transportation “Construction and Maintenance Agreement”.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence received from Nick Brossart, Tax Director.
Board discussed the smoking law that will go into effect on December 6, 2012.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that tobacco, cigarettes and electronic cigarettes will be not be allowed on all county grounds.  Upon roll call vote- Johnston “Aye”; Bohl “Aye”; Migler “Aye”; Larson “Nay” and Christenson “Aye”.  Motion carried.
Discussion was held amongst the board concerning the heating costs at the Memorial Hall and if they should proceed with possibly putting in some form of insulation on the glass block windows. Also discussed were the custodian hours. 
Board received a request from Social Services to purchase a cell phone for their department.  A conference call was held with Mary Hermanson, Social Service Director, regarding the purchases of a cell phone.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to purchase a cell phone for the Social Service Department on a trial basis and that the Social Service Board will discuss this further at their meeting on December 18th.

Motion carried.

Commissioner Migler discussed with the rest of the board if they should advertise the county shop located in Rugby for sale.  Also discussed was the closing date of January 15, 2013 for the loan payoff to U.S.D.A. for the HACTC.

Dennis Romfo congratulated the board on the new county agent. He also shared concerns with culverts and roads located in Reno Valley Township and the Pierce County Water Resource Board.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to accept the resignation from Nick Brossart, Tax Director.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, Christenson moved to adjourn the meeting at11:20 a.m.

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on December 18, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M., with members Johnston, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to approve the abatement application from the City of Rugby, on parcel 09927-003, as the property is tax exempt. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to approve the abatement application from the City of Rugby on parcel 02684-000, as the property is tax exempt.

Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application on parcel 01076-000 in Township 158-74 (Barton) for the tax year 2012, as it is exempt property.  A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to approve the abatement application, due to clerical error.  Motion carried.
A motion was made Migler and seconded by Bohl, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township for road repair: Rd District #3 (Juniata) $1,144.45.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to transfer $75,000.00 from Highway Distribution to Road and Bridge Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to transfer $50,000.00 from County Poor Relief to Social Welfare Fund.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application filed from Rosemarie Armstrong, Lot 5 Block 2, Sikes 2nd Addition, located in the City of Rugby, for the year 2012.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to approve the abatement application from Rosemarie Armstrong for the year 2012, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application filed from Merton & Connie Thompson, Lot 5 & N 5’ of Lot 10, W 10’ of N ½ Lot 12, Block 1, School Addition, located in the City of Rugby. After further discussion, a motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston to approve disabled veterans credit on parcel 9985000, for the year 2012.  Motion carried.
Chuck Teigen, C.O., Joey Cotton, Chief of Security and Mary Richard, Administrator, HACTC joined the meeting. Chuck asked if the board would consider changing the no smoking on the grounds to allow the employees to smoke in their cars as he feels there are security risks when the employee is off the grounds to smoke. Joey and Mary didn’t have any issues with the employees, if they would be allowed to smoke in their cars. 
Brenda Foster, JDA Director and Kipp Johnson, president of JDA, met with the board and asked when the exact date is for paying off the loan and if they would consider the extra payment of $12,959.00 be kept by JDA for administrative expenses.

Josh Siegler, acting sheriff, met with the board concerning his department and thanked them for giving him the opportunity to serve as sheriff for the last three months.
Board reviewed list of holidays for the 2013 upcoming year, in which the courthouse will be closed and no changes were made.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to pay all the outstanding indebtedness to Rugby Job Development Authority, relating to the HACTC including, but not limited to, USDA Loan.  Motion carried.

A lengthy discussion was held on the request from employees from the HACTC on allowing them to smoke in their vehicles.  No decision was made at this time.

Discussed was the JDA retaining $12,959.00 for administrative fees. Board is going to apply the extra payment towards the loan payoff. 

There being no further business, Christenson moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:30 A..M.
