PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





March 6, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on March 6, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Bohl, Larson, Johnston and Migler present.  Also present was Terri Barta, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to accept the February minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.
Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Judge John McClintock, met and gave the board an update on the staff in the Clerk of Courts office.

Chairman Christenson shared with the rest of the board information on the presentation that was given from Bremer Bank on Investment Management & Trust.
A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to accept the financial report for the month of February.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to transfer $100,000.00 from Highway Distribution Fund to Road and Bridge Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to impose load limit restrictions-single axle not to exceed 12,000 lbs, tandem axle not to exceed 12,000 lbs per axle on all county township roads.  Also, speed limit will be 45 miles per hour, while load limits are in effect.  With the exception that load limits imposed on 2 ½ miles from highway # 3 Selz, with speed limit set at 35 miles per hour, single axle not to exceed 12, 000 lbs and tandem axle not to exceed 12, 000 lbs per axle for loaded trucks, while limits are in effect.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to call for bids for graveling and machine hire for the 2012 construction season.  Motion carried.
Board reviewed correspondence from Sally Holewa, State Court Administrator of North Dakota, concerning funding of the Clerk of District Court office with the State.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, that Pierce County elect to enter into a funding agreement for the 2013-2015 biennium with North Dakota Supreme Court (State), to receive reimbursement of 70% for providing Clerk of District Court services, as it is being presently done.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, that annual payment be made from the Road Districts to Road and Bridge Fund for blading and snow removal from township roads with motorgrader.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence letter from ND DEM on DR #1597 (2005).  A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to de-obligate 2005 FEMA Funds in the amount of $21,422.01.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township (s) for road repair: Road District #7 (Dewey) $23,415.31.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application on parcel #1076 in Township 158-74 (Barton) for the tax year 2011, as it is exempt property.. A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to approve the abatement application, due to clerical error.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to increase the hourly wage for Election workers on Election Day to $10.00, if they attend the election training. Motion carried.
Fursather informed the board that National County Government Month celebration is the month of April, with the theme “Healthy Counties, Healthy Families”.  Board decided that a pancake breakfast will be held on Friday, April 13, 2012, at the Memorial Hall.

Wayne Stevenson, Tax Director, joined the meeting.

Board reviewed abatement application from Raymond Houle on mobile home, located in Parkland Trailer Court, to the City of Rugby, for the year 2011.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Larson and seconded by Bohl, to approve the abatement application from Raymond Houle, for the year 2011, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.
Board reviewed abatement application filed from Dennis DeVries, on E ½ of Lot 20 & all Lots 21-22, Block 11, Whites 2nd Addition, to the City of Rugby, for the years 2010 and 2011.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Migler, to approve the abatement application from Dennis DeVries for the years 2010 and 2011, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.

Wayne also informed that board that Hexagon Farms would like to renew their conditional use permit. Wayne stated that a meeting will be held on Thursday, March 8, 2012 with the Planning and Zoning Board.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to purchase a buffer from GP & Sales for the Memorial Hall, in the amount of $450.00.  Upon roll call- Johnston, Bohl, Larson, Christenson “Aye”, Migler “Nay”.  Motion carried.

Lori Miron, County Recorder, and Tami Mayer, Deputy Recorder, met with the board. Lori introduced Tami to the board and answered any questions the board had with her department.
There being no further business, Larson moved to adjourn at 9:55 a.m.
