

PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
					October 6, 2015

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on October 6, 2015.  Chairman Johnston called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Migler and Larson present. Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Johnston led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Brossart, to accept the September minutes as mailed.
Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5504-5523 in the amount of $4,603.48 for the month of September.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to appoint Yolanda Schmidt and Don Jelsing as delegates to the State Fair Association annual meeting, to be held on November 9, 2015, at the FFA Hall of the State Fair Center, Minot, ND at 1:00 p.m.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Jamie Lee (2015-34) on Lots 10, Block 1, Sikes 2nd Addition, located in the City of Rugby.  A motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Migler, to approve the abatement application for tax years 2015 (2015-34), as recommended by the Tax Director, as property was destroyed by fire. Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement applications submitted by Roger Tank (2015-40 thru 2015-44) on parcel 2999-SE1/4SE1/4 (26) to be reduced by 28%; parcel 3042-001 S1/2SE1/4 (34) to be reduced by 9%; parcel 3043-000-N1/2SE1/4 (34) to be reduced by 32%; parcel 3043-001- S1/2NE1/4 (35) to be reduced by 66%; parcel 3044-001- N1/2NE1/4 (35) to be reduced by 9% for tax year 2015, all located in township 156-72.  Motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, to approve all the inundated abatement application numbers 2015-40 thru 2015-44.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Affordable Housing (Courtyard Apartments) 2015- 38 thru 2015-39 on Lots 1,2,3,4 Block 6 and Lots 7 thru 14, Block 6, Whites 2nd Addition, located in the City of Rugby.  A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to approve the abatement application for tax years 2013 and 2014 (2015-38 thru 2015-39) as recommended by the Tax Director, as property is exempt from taxation and property will be subject to payments in lieu of taxes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Brossart, that payment be made from the 2014 Disaster Fund to the following township (s) for road repair:  Meyer Township $3,371.53; White Township $10,281.69; Road District #3 (Juniata) $6,622.35.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Migler, that payment be made from the 2013 Disaster Fund to the following township (s) for road repair: Meyer Township $19,021.50.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed information received from Stantec Consulting Services, Inc. on project No. 3-017(030)003, PCN 20973 ND17- Widening, Riprap, Sub Cut Repair located in sections 16 and 21, of Township 158N, Rge 72 W North Dakota Department of Transportation, in cooperation with the Federal Highway Administration, is proposing a roadway improvement on North Dakota State Highway #17 (ND17); and Project 3-017 (028)008, PCN 20972-Reconstruction Grade Raise located in sections 15,16,20,21,22 Township 158N, Rge 71 W, North Dakota Department of Transportation, in cooperation with Federal Highway Administration located on State Highway 17 (ND17).  The project is expected to be constructed during the 2017 construction season.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of September, for his department.  Total calls- 34; Medical calls-1, Fire calls-2, Traffic Accidents-6; Assist Other Agencies- 3;
Prisoner Transports-1; Arrests-5; Citations-11; Papers served -7; Warrants served -3 .

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, informed the board that his department has received a grant in the amount of $1500.00 to be used for DUI overtime. He also said that he has hired Russell Anthony, as a new deputy sheriff. He will start on October 19, 2015.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC board at 8:50 A.M.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, HACTC, joined the meeting.

Mike went over the bills for the month of August.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid for the month of August for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the financial report for the month of August.  Motion carried.

Mike gave the board an update on the inmate population for September, which was 109 inmates. He also informed the board that the DOCR contract was signed, with a rate increase of 3% for the next two years and that DOCR will be responsible for full medical costs for their inmates. Ward County’s contract is up for renewal, which is presently $70.00 a day, with a 4% increase for the next two years.

Board reconvened at 9:25 A.M, with all members present.

Board reviewed correspondence from Elizabeth Heisey, City Auditor, that was sent on behalf of Councilman Hoffert. It pertained to work that was completed on 1st St NE, for paving that was done by Knife River Materials, asking if the county would share in the costs of the paving, which amounts to $24,547.32.  After further discussion, board felt that the county will not contribute towards the costs of the paving.

Board held hearing on minimum sale price for real estate acquired through tax deed action in accordance with sections 57-28-11.  No one appeared and no written comments were received. A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, to approve the minimum sale price, as recommended by the Tax Director, and that the terms of the sale on November 17, 2015, be for cash only.  Motion carried.


Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, joined the meeting.

Jessica asked if any written comments were received on the Environmental Assessment on Hillside
Township.  She also discussed FEMA Project located in Juniata Township for the alternate route. 
The commission will be meeting with NDDOT on Monday, October 26, 2015, at 2:40 pm in Bismarck.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Discussed will be what projects that the board would like to schedule for the Federal Aid Program for the year 2016.

Elizabeth Heisey, City Auditor, Neil Lotvedt and Joel Berg, Councilmen, City of Rugby, joined the meeting.

 As the hour of 10:00 A.M was past, the chairman asked if there were any questions concerning the 2016 County budget.  There were no comments.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, to approve the preliminary budget as the final budget, in the amount of $10,496,772.77 beginning January 1, 2016 and ending December 31, 2016. Motion carried.

Galen Cariveau, Cariveau Workforce Services, joined the meeting. He presented to the board three different options for the correctional officers, based on 95% of the market, 97.5% of the market and 100% of the market. The salary study is based on a 20 year increment. The board told Galen Cariveau, to proceed with the 95% of the market. He also discussed the salary cap and the board set the cap at $3,000.

A brief discussion was held amongst the board on two heaters that need repairs at the Memorial Hall.

As the hour of 11:00 A.M. was past, the chairman called for the opening of the #2 fuel oil, propane and gasoline bids.  The following bids were received and declared in order: #2 Fuel Oil- Envision- Fixed price of $1.80 per gallon plus $.04 excise tax;  Propane- Envision-$1.04 per gallon; Ferrellgas- $.99 per gallon; Gasoline-  Envision- The cost will be net reduction from pump price, less $.03 per gallon; Highway MVP- Net reduction of $.10 per gallon of pump price.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to accept the bid from Envision for #2Fuel oil; accept the bid from Ferrellgas for the propane and Highway MVP for gasoline.  Motion carried.

A conference call was held at 12:00 noon with Tom Alexander and Mark Austin, at Minot Housing Authority. The Fair Market Rents and pay standards for the Pierce/McHenry Housing Authority were reviewed.  A motion was made by Dave Migler and seconded by Mike Christenson, to adopt resolution 122 for the new Fair Market Rents and Payment Standards, to be implemented for the coming year. Resolution adopted and is on file in the Auditor’s office.


There being no further business, Johnston moved to adjourn the meeting at 12:10 P.M.

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on October 20, 2015.  Chairman Johnston called the meeting to order at 9:30 A.M,, with members Christenson, Brossart, Migler and Larson present.  Also present was J T Pelt, Pierce County Tribune.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met and presented the proposal for FEMA Project- DR 4190-PW 9, Permanent Alternate Route located in Hillside Township. This was tabled until the board’s next meeting, so Jessica can find out if some of the costs could be deleted or reduced.

Jessica briefly gave the board an update on the FEMA Project located in Juniata Township.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township (s): Rd District #26 (Hillside) $14,028.09; Tuscarora Township $17,296.76.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Migler, that payment be made from the 2014 Disaster Fund to the following township: Rd District #26 (Hillside) $43,852.86.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Floyd Pladson (2015-45) on a mobile home located in the City of Rugby.  A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the abatement application for tax year 2015 (2015-45), as recommended by the Tax Director, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to approve the renewal of license (Post Board) for two staff members at the Sheriff’s office. Motion carried.

Board reviewed a proposal from Johnson’s Plumbing Service, to install two new electric plenum heaters at the Social Service office. No decision was made.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to allow the Sheriff to purchase a new camera system for the interview room at the Sheriff’s Office.  The cost will be split between the county and city.
Motion carried.

There being no further business, Johnston moved to adjourn the meeting at 10:15 a.m.
