PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





September 4, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on September 4, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M. with members Johnston, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to accept the August minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Board received correspondence from Yolanda Goodman, County Agent.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met and gave the board an update on Highway #30. Also discussed was possibly overlaying three miles north of Highway #17.

The joint board of County Commissioners held the annual budget meeting for the Lake Region District Health Unit by conference call at 8:30 a.m.  The joint boards unanimously approved the 2013 budget.

Nick Brossart, Tax Director, joined the meeting.

Ryan Ehli, CAMA Specialist, Vanguard Appraisals, Inc., gave a presentation on the process of revaluation of the county and costs associated with revaluation. A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to contract with Vanguard Appraisals, Inc.,
scheduled to begin in 2015; county will purchase software and maintenance will be split 50/50 with the city. Remote edit fees will be the responsibility of the city. Motion carried. 
Nick went over the appraisals on real estate with the board.  Board appraised real estate in accordance with Section 57-28-10 N.D.C.C. A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, that the hearing date be set for October 2, 2012 at 9:00 A.M. in accordance with Section 57-28-11 N.D.C.C.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from The Village Business Institute, which is engaged in offering personal assistance to employees and their families. A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to contract with The Village Business Institute and budget $1,230 for the budget year 2013. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to approve the following polling places: Precinct #1 Wolford Fire Hall; Precinct #2 St. Anthony’s Hall- Selz; Precinct #3, Precinct #4, Precinct #5, Precinct #6, Precinct #7 and Precinct #8, Rugby Armory and that the hours for polling places be set from 8:00 A.M. to 7:00 P.M..  Motion carried.

Kelsey Siegler, DES Coordinator, met and gave the board an update.  Kelsey also stated that there is grant monies that need to be spent by the end of September. The monies can be used for equipment and training. A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to purchase a portable radio console and one portable radio for the City of Rugby. Motion carried.

Kelsey also informed the board that the Emergency Operations Plan needs to be updated.
Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting. Discussion was held on the LEC Agreement.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township (s)  for road repair: Rd District #14 (Christenson) $8,424.09; Elling Township $5,772.47; Ness Township $20,725.60; Truman Township $6,202.02; Jefferson Township $29,107.58; White Township $44,903.10; Meyer Township $24,100.57; Reno Valley Township $28,870.12 and Road and Bridge $2,093.85.  Motion carried.

Matt Lunde, Sheriff, joined the meeting.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to issue a call for bids for #2 fuel oil, propane and gasoline.  Bids to be opened on Tuesday, October 2, 2012 at 11:00 A.M.
A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to issue a call for bids for the sale of the used Caterpillar 140M AWD S/N B9M00195.  Bids will be opened on October 2, 2012 at 11:00 A.M.  Motion carried.
Board reviewed the 2013 proposed budget.  A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to set the hearing date for the 2013 budget on September 25, 2012 at 6:00 p.m.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to accept the financial report for the month of August. Motion carried.

There being no further business, Christenson moved to adjourn the meeting at 12:00 noon.
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
