PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





  June 5, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on June 5, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M. with members Bohl, Larson, Johnston and Migler present.  Also present was Terri Barta, The Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Board interviewed candidates for the Tax Director position.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to accept the May minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to accept the financial report for the month of May.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed bills from City of Balta, for which the county participates in.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to make payment from the County Park Fund, in accordance with agreement.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, authorizing the chairman to sign the county township road mileage certification.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to re-appoint Joe Fritel, as a member of the Pierce County Weed Board.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Migler to appoint Coleen Stutrud, as an advisory board member of the Heart of America Correctional & Treatment Center.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Bohl, to make payment in the amount of $10,000.00 to the County Fair Board from the general fund, as per 2012 budget.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to cancel accounts receivable in the amount of $257.10 as it is 2 years old.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to approve the site authorization for games of chance from Larry’s Bar of Selz, beginning July 1, 2012 and ending June 30, 2013.  Motion carried.

As the hour of 9:00 A. M. was past, the chairman called for the opening of bids on Orrin Road Projects.  Also present were Bruce Dokken, Dokken Construction and Steve Jacobson, B & J Excavating, Inc.  The following bid was received and declared in order, B & J Excavating, Inc.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to accept the bid from B & J Excavating, Inc. on various sites located on the Orrin Road from US Highway #2 South to Orrin. Motion carried.
Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met and reported that Highway #30 will be used as haul road for a project being done by Benson County. Wold Engineering, Commissioner Bohl and general contractor (for project) inspected the road prior to being used. 

Bohl explained to the rest of the board that there are some bad spots on the Knox Road approximately 1500’. After further discussion, a motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to repair approximately 1500’ on the Knox Road.  Motion carried.
Wayne Stevenson, Tax Director, joined the meeting.

Board recessed at 10:00 A.M. to sit on the Board of Equalization meeting.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

Board reconvened at 10:45 A.M., with all members present.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to offer the position of Tax Director, to Nick Brossart. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to purchase a Savaria vertical platform for the Memorial Hall to make the building handicapped accessible. Motion carried.
Brad Murphy, RDO Equipment and Joe Mayer, Butler Machinery, joined the meeting.

As the hour of 11:30 A.M. was past, the chairman called for the opening of the motor grader bids.  The following bids were received and declared in order, RDO Equipment and Butler Machinery Company.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to accept the bid from Butler Machinery for a 2012 140 M2/AWD caterpillar motorgrader in the amount of $ 96,964.00.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, Chairman Christenson adjourned the meeting at 12:00 noon.
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
