The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on May 6, 2014.  Chairman Johnston called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christennson, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.  Also present was Tim Chapman, The Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Johnston led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to accept the April minutes as mailed.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to accept the financial report for the month of April.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, to approve the Treasurer’s checks #5249-5255 in the amount of $2,712.79 for the month of April.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held concerning a letter received from Brad’s Towing and Service, dated February 16, 2014.  

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, to transfer $100,000.00 from County Poor Relief to Social Welfare Fund.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed bills from Buffalo Lake Sportsmen’s Club, for which the county participates.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to make payment from the County Park Fund, in accordance with agreement.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Larson, authorizing the Auditor to issue checks to the election workers after the Primary Election.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, authorizing the chairman to sign the funding agreement for the 2015-2017 biennium with the North Dakota Supreme Court (State) to receive reimbursement of 81% 	providing Clerk of District Court services.  Motion carried.

After reviewing abatement applications that were submitted by Selensky Family LLP, for inundated agricultural land, a motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to approve the inundated land application from Selensky Family LLP, for the tax year 2013.  Motion carried.


After reviewing abatement applications that were submitted by Virgil Helmuth, for inundated agricultural land, a motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to approve the inundated land application numbers 2014-30 thru 2014-39.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC Board.

Mike Graner, Director of Business Operations, HACTC and Matt Lunde, Sheriff, joined the meeting.

Mike Graner answered any questions the board had on the bills for the month of April. A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson to approve the bills for the month of April for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner went over the financials for the HACTC, and other issues pertaining to the correctional facility.

Discussion was held concerning the impounded vehicles on the lot and the letter received from Brad Odden (Brad Towing Service).  Sheriff Lunde stated that he has talked with Brad and that an agreement will be drawn up where the county will be charged $175.00 per vehicle that needs to be towed upon the sheriff’s approval.  Chairman Johnston said that in order to pay Brad’s Towing Service, he will need to bring the county an itemized bill.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to approve the financials for the month of March for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Director of Operations, HACTC left the meeting.

Board reconvened at 9:30 a.m., with all members present.

Yolanda Schmidt, NDSU Extension Agent, met and asked the board permission to store 8 air rifles in the courthouse for the 4-H program. Matt Lunde, Sheriff and Galen J. Mack, said they would do some checking on this issue and get back to the board later today.

Yolanda Schmidt left the meeting.

Coleen Stutrud, Clerk of Court, met with the board concerning two computers that need to be upgraded as present computers in her office will no longer be able to get computer support. Board approved the purchase of two new computers for the Clerk of Courts office.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to approve the site authorization for games of chance from the Rugby Eagles Aerie #3834, beginning July 1, 2014 and ending June 30, 2015.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held concerning a resignation letter that was delivered to Duane Johnston from Yvonne Hagen, Community Service Coordinator.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to accept the resignation letter from Yvonne Hagen. Board agreed that Yvonne could work 4 hours a week until a replacement is found is she wishes.

Gloria Larsgaard, Architect and Kim Keller, EAPC, joined the meeting.

Mike Swanson, Swanson Construction, joined the meeting.

Mike informed the board on the work in progress report, of what has been completed on the remodel of offices for the Pierce County Social Services. Mike gave the board an outline of what he plans to complete in the next two weeks.  Gloria submitted a request for payment for the Pierce County Social Service Remodel, to be paid to Mike Swanson, Swanson Construction, in the amount of $42,300.00. Next update will be held on June 3, 2014 at 9:30 a.m.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met and went over the bid on Road Project CNOA-3529(054) bid with Rolette County. Knife River, Bemidji, MN, was awarded the contract in the amount of $566, 900.65, with a 10% MATCH from the county, to go from NDSH 17, thence North 3 miles.

A conference call was held at 11:15 a.m. with McHenry County, concerning the community service program. Chairman Bergstad asked if Pierce County heard from Bottineau County and if Bottineau County will be contributing any more funds towards this program. Commissioner Taylor asked if the program would be receiving any additional funds from the State. Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer stated that Bottineau would contribute more funding towards the community service program, and that the payment would be received annually.  McHenry County said they would get back to the board later today.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

Board advised Fursather to advertise the position of community service coordinator position.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to write off the accounts receivable in the amount of $6.69.  Motion carried.

Joe Mayer, Butler Machinery Company, joined the meeting.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to call for bids, for the purchase of one (1) new 2014 four-wheel drive motorgrader, with front wheel assist.  Bids will be opened on June 3, 2014 at 11:30 a.m.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Migler discussed with the rest of the board, water issues in Hillside Township concerning the Stanley & Travis Pederson farm.  

Chairman Johnston signed an agreement with NDSU Extension Agent, for storing air rifles in the courthouse.

There being no further business, Johnston moved to adjourn the meeting at 12:15 p.m.
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
