PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





November 8, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on November 8, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Johnston, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.  Also present was Chris Bieri, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Josh Siegler, acting sheriff, met and gave the board an update on his department.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to accept the October minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.  A short discussion was held amongst the board concerning the blade operators working 50 hours a week. The February 14, 2012 minutes state that 50 hours may be worked from May 1 through October 31.  This will be reviewed annually.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to accept the financial report for the month of October.  Motion carried.
Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to transfer $100,000.00 from Highway Distribution to Road and Bridge Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township (s) for road repair: Meyer Township $33,156.71; Balta Township $20, 723.64; Torgerson Township $31,962.35; Tuscarora Township $29,868.03; Road District #6 (Barton) $6,573.23; Road District #7 (Dewey) $1,184.40 and Road and Bridge $479.40.  Motion carried.

Wade Swenson, DOT, met and informed the board that 250,000 pound current route is Hwy 281, but DOT is looking at making it Highway #3 northbound route.  He asked the board if they would have any concerns with Highway # 3 being used and the truck bypass. Board stated they wouldn’t have any issues, but if there would need to be repairs, would the DOT help with some of the cost? Wade said he would take this back to his board.
A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, that proper deed be issued to the following described county property as Lot 20, Block 4, Sikes 2nd Addition, City of Rugby, to Richard A. Oksendahl.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that payment in the amount of $90,158.00 be made to Butler Machinery Company from Highway Distribution Fund, for motor grader.  Motion carried.
Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, stop by and said that ND Dept of Transportation is updating  the information from October’s meeting on the county federal aid program for 2013-2014.

Board reviewed correspondence received from Yolanda Goodman, NDSU Extension Agent, requesting to advertise for a full-time office assistant. Consensus from the board, felt that at this time, up to 3 days (24 hours) a week, as it is not in the budget and feel that 3 days or (24 hours) is sufficient. This will be reviewed again at budget time. Chairman Christenson will visit with Yolanda Goodman, NDSU Extension Agent.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to sign the contract with Vanguard Appraisals, Inc for the reappraisal of commercial, elevator, industrial and residential property with a completion date of January 15, 2016.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, Christenson moved to adjourn the meeting  at 10:30 a.m.
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
