




PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

				              December 5, 2017

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on December 5, 2017.  Auditor-Treasurer, Fursather, called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert, Larson and Migler present.  Also present was Byrce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Auditor-Treasurer Fursather led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Upon call for nominations for Chairman, for ensuing year, Brossart nominated Migler for Chairman.  Following no further nominations, moved by Christenson, that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Migler for Chairman.  Motion carried.

Upon call for nominations for Vice-Chairman, for ensuing year, Migler nominated Brossart for Vice-Chairman.  Following no further nominations, moved by Migler, that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Brossart for Vice-Chairman.  Motion carried. 

Fursather turned meeting over to Chairman Migler.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to accept the November minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to accept the financial report for the month of November.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed courthouse key holder policy that was drafted by HR Consultant, Tanya Wieler.  After review, moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve and add the courthouse key holder policy into the county’s employee manual.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5836-5848, in the amount of $948.58, for the month of November.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed modifiers and modifier adjustments for the 2018 assessment.  After review, moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to approve the 2018 proposed soil type modifiers and adjustments.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve voucher payment to Duane Drader.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of November, for his department.  Total calls- 48; Medical calls-1; Fire calls-2; Traffic accidents-1; Assist Other Agencies-6; Prisoner Transports-4; Arrests-6; Citations-24; Papers Served-13; Warrants Served-3.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, also informed the board that he should have the new vehicle for his department by the end of next week.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC board.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, HACTC and Daren Heidbreder, Chief of Security, joined the meeting.

Mike went over the bills for the month of November.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid, for the month of October, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the financial report for the month of November, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike gave the board an update on the inmate population for November, which was 104.  High of 111, low of 100.  December currently has 112, Bookings-66; Releases-56.  There was a profit of $17,638.37, for the month of October. Personnel 24/24 positions filled. There were two significant incidences- 1. Emergency surgery for an inmate and loss of water, because of water main break.

Mike Graner and Daren Heidbreder requested that the board consider purchasing 16 handheld radios. Hactc received quotes from three different vendors. Some of the radios are 12 years old. Midwest Wireless out of Minot quoted $525.00 per radio.  After further discussion, moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the purchase of 16 new handheld radios, for the HACTC, in the amount of $8,400.00.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, authorizing the chairman and auditor, to sign the joint powers agreement contract with Ward County, for boarding inmates.  Motion carried.

Board reconvened at 9:15 A.M., with all members present.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, that payment be made from the 2013 Disaster Fund, to the following township for road repairs: Rd District #26 (Hillside) $1,100.98.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to transfer $7,000 from General Fund, to Library Elevator project.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to make an additional payment to USDA for Library Elevator Project- $6,000 from the City of Rugby and $5,000 from the Heart of America Library. Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to approve the applications for Beer & Liquor Licenses from Rugby Golf Club, Rugby Eagles Aerie #3834 and Joe G Goldade (Larry’s Bar) Selz, and that refund be made in accordance with ordinance.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, authorizing the chairman and auditor to sign a county deed for the following described property as Lot Three (3), Block One (1), Bigelow’s Sub Div, City of Rugby, to John and Lori Wangler.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to re-appoint Bill Deck, as a member of the Pierce County Water Resource Board.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to re-appoint Curtis Roerick and Victor Scherr, as members of the Pierce County Zoning and Planning Board.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve the following precincts for the upcoming 2018 Election- Precinct 1; Precinct 2, Precinct 3, Precinct 4-1st Ward 1st Precinct; Precinct 5- 1st Ward 2nd Precinct; Precinct 6-2nd Ward, Precinct 7-3rd Ward and Precinct 8-4th Ward, with polling location at the Pierce County Courthouse. Board agreed to continue as a vote by mail county.  The hours for the polling location be set from 8:00 A.M. to 7:00 P.M. Motion carried.

Auditor-Treasurer, Fursather informed the board that according to Fema, that FEMA will not pay for the culverts in Dewey, Christenson or Walsh Township, unless the buried culverts are dug up, picture taken and GPS reading. Also, townships will no longer be able to collect FEMA Funds in future disaster on these sites. After further discussion, full board agreed that they were not going to dig up the buried culverts.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, joined the meeting.  Jessica went over the contractor’s progress report from Border States Paving, Inc. on Road Project CNOB-3521 (062).  Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, authorizing payment in the amount of $13,315.18, to Border States Paving, Inc.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports-
Lake Region District Health- Larson said that the fee for onsite sewer contractors was going to be increased.
Library Board- Hoffert said that Vicki Hoffart, has been hired as the new director.
JDA Board- Hoffert said that a resolution was going to be given to the City of Rugby, for approval of up to 20 board members, as the members will be put on different committees.
Community Service- no report
LEC Board- LEC Agreement- has not been signed and that it will be signed by December 19th.
Weed Board-no report

Christenson stated that the following county items should be put up for bids- fuel tank, 1998 chevy ¾ ton 4 x 4 truck, John Deere Lawn Mower-345 hydro- 42” Snow Blower & Mower Deck 48”; Snapper Zero turn 50” deck.

Board recessed at 10:30 A.M.

Board reconvened at 1:00 P.M., with all members present.

Board had asked Ron Wiederholt, to join a commission meeting, after taking the webinar
On proposed changes between NDSU Extension Financial Partnership between County and State’s Base Policy.

Ron Wiederholt, District Director, NDSU Extension and Yolanda Schmidt, NDSU Extension, Pierce County Agent, joined the meeting.

Ron Wiederholt, stated that there previously were four (4) programs- Ag & Natural Resources, 4-H, Family Consumer Science and Community Vitality.  NDSU Extension Service had to cut 4.1 M out of the NDSU Extension Budget.  There were four (4) districts for the State of North Dakota, now there are three (3) districts. Ron oversees 20 counties, which he previously had 11 counties. There are now 3 programs- Ag & Natural Resources, 4-H and Family and Community Wellness. Currently the county contributes 50% match for the county agent salary.  SB2020-State Board of Agricultural Research and Education (SBARE) is a study that currently is being done on the NDSU Extension. SBARE is proposing to legislature, that counties contribute 40/60 split on salaries and benefits for the agents. The county would be responsible for 40% of the salary and benefits which would be an additional estimate of approximately $5,154. This would not go into effect until the 2019 budget year.

There being no further business, chairman adjourned the meeting at 1:45 P.M.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to transfer $100,000.00 from Highway Distribution to Road and Bridge Fund.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to transfer $280.00 from General Fund to Sheriff’s grant.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to transfer $32,304.50 from County Poor Relief to Social Welfare Fund.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to transfer $3,341.16 from Wireless Funds to E-911 Fund.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to transfer $13,347.00 from Hactc Fund to the General Fund.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid for the Hactc were ordered paid, for the month of December.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, that payment be made from the 2013 Disaster Fund to the following township for road repair- Rd District #26 (Hillside) $146.80. Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, authorizing the chairman and auditor to sign contracts for boarding inmates for Sheridan, McHenry and City of Fessenden.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Larson, to transfer $1,694.50 from Victim Witness Fund to General Fund.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, chairman adjourned the meeting at 9:50 A.M.
