The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on July 13, 2017.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 7:30 P.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert present. Absent Larson.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune. 

Briefly discussed the drought conditions, and Kelsey Siegler, DES Emergency Manager, stated that Pierce County, North Dakota, has the potential of having abnormally dry conditions, limiting high quality foliage production and creating poor grazing conditions for livestock. Also discussed was a Fire Emergency and Burn Ban. After discussion, moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to adopt a resolution declaring a Drought Emergency Declaration and a Fire Emergency and Burn Ban Declaration.  Resolutions adopted and are on file in the Auditor-Treasurer’s office.  Motion carried.
