[bookmark: _GoBack]PROCEEDINGS OF PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

					May 7, 2019

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on May 7, 2019.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert and Berg present.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept the April minutes as mailed, with one correction.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Berg, to accept the financial report for the month of April.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5993-5999, in the amount of $2,432.61, for the month of April.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed letter from NDDES on 2013 FEMA Disaster.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to de-obligate 2013 FEMA Disaster Funds, in the amount of $22,909.20, on PW 195.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Berg, to approve the site authorization for games of chance, from the Rugby Eagles Aerie #3834, beginning July 1, 2019 and ending June 30, 2020.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the site authorization for games of chance from Rugby Amateur Hockey Association, beginning July 1, 2019 and ending June 30, 2020.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from North Dakota Insurance Reserve Fund, pertaining to electing a representative, to serve on the board of directors.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, authorizing the chairman to cast a proxy vote, to elect Chad Peterson, to the Board of Directors, to represent counties on the North Dakota Insurance Reserve Fund.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, authorizing the chairman and auditor to sign a county deed for the following described property, as a parcel land in Outlot One (1) of Selz Outlots, Pierce County, North Dakota, described as follows: Beginning at a point on the NE1/4 corner of Outlot One (1), thence Two Hundred Forty (240’) feet in a northwesterly direction along the north line of said Outlot One (1), thence Fifty Eight (58’) feet in a southwesterly direction parallel to the east line of said Outlot One (1), thence Two Hundred Forty (240’) feet in a southeasterly direction parallel to the north line of said Outlot One (1), thence Fifty Eight (58’) feet in a northeasterly direction along the east line of said Outlot One (1), to the point of beginning; said parcel being located in the NE1/4 of Section 33, Township 151 North, Range 72 West of the Fifth P.M. Pierce County, North Dakota, to Ronald Selensky.  Motion carried.

Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer, brought a quote to purchase a new server from Software Innovations. Servers are usually replaced every 6-8 years.  Current server will not be able to get security updates from Microsoft after the end of this year. Current server is 7 years old.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, gave the board a report for the month of April, for his department.  Total calls 51; Medical calls-2; Fire calls-2; Traffic Accidents-3; Assist Other Agencies-7; Prisoner Transports-7; Arrests-14; Citations-27; Papers served-22; Warrants served-8.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, HACTC, joined the meeting.  

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC Board.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid, for the HACTC, for the month of April.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Berg, to approve the financial report for the month of March, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, HACTC, gave the board an update on the inmate population for April, which was 102.  High of 109, Low 93. May currently has 98. Twenty (20) Pierce County inmates were booked in; 7 remain in custody.  Bookings-81; Releases-91; Personnel- 22/24 officer positions filled. One new hire; two offers pending.  DOCR annual inspection has been completed and the final report was 100% in compliance.  There was a profit of $2,472.17, for the month of March.

Mike presented a food contract for the HACTC Facility, which will start on July 1, 2019 and end June 30, 2020.  Cost is up by 2%.

Board reconvened at 9:00 A.M., with all members present.

Dr. Mike McNeff, Superintendent, Rugby Public Schools and Dori Lennert, Licensed Clinical Counselor, met with the board and gave them an update on the services. Handouts were presented to the board on the expenses for this position, which is shared 1/3 school district and 2/3 county.  Dori presented to the board a chart showing hours spent by age groups for jail, Social Services, HeadStart, K-6 and 7-12.

The Pierce County Commissioners will receive sealed bids on the following equipment: Quincy Air Compressor-3 phase; 1000 -gallon underground fuel tank-double wall, no stand; Pincor Electric Generator-5500 watt; two desks, propane furnace and 6 used 14.00 R X 24 Grader Tires-Bridgestone V-Steel.  Bids will be opened on June 4th.

A conference call was held at 9:30 A.M, with Daniel Schwartz, Nexus Planning & Consulting, LLC, on the comprehensive plan for the county. Daniel went over the definitions and goals for the comprehensive plan. He will meet with the board at their July commission meeting.

Cindy Kuntz, Rugby Gymnastics Association, met with the board concerning the gymnastics program, rent and storing of the equipment. Cindy presented to the board the non-profit organizations that do not have to pay rent that use public buildings.  She felt that other groups using the Memorial Hall should also be paying rent.  The board said they would find a place for Rugby Gymnastics to store their equipment, when not in use, so that the stage can be used.  The board doesn’t want gymnastics to move out, they just want the equipment stored somewhere other than the stage, when the program has ended for the season.

Jessica Tagestad and Joe Schultz, Wold Engineering, presented to the board a preliminary and construction engineering agreement for Federal Aid Project SC 3505 (055). After further discussion, moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to add an additional 3 ½ miles to CMC Route 3505, from ND Hwy 19 North 8 ½ miles, and from US Hwy 2 South 5 miles, Roadway Reshaping and Regraveling.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Berg, to enter into a preliminary and construction engineering agreement with Wold Engineering, for Federal Aid Project SC-3505 (055) from ND Hwy 19 North 8 ½ miles, and from US Hwy 2 South 5 miles.  Motion carried.

Sealed bid for lawn services for the courthouse and memorial hall was opened.   Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to accept the bid from Cole & Dalton Vietz-Reile for lawn services at the courthouse and memorial hall.  Motion carried.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

Moved by Berg and seconded by Brossart, to call for bids, for the purchase of one (1) newer or 2019 four-wheel drive motor grader, with front wheel assist.  Bids will be opened on June 4, 2019 @11:45 A.M. Motion carried.

Moved by Berg and seconded by Hoffert, that invoices for electricity, water, telephone, payroll, health insurance and credit cards can be paid without prior approval, to avoid late fee charges.  Motion carried.

Discussed amongst the board was to have a retirement party for Rick Srur, for his years of service with the county.  Open house will be held on Friday, May 24th, from 2 – 4 pm. at the Memorial Hall.  Cake and coffee will be served.

There being no further business, moved by Berg to adjourn the meeting, at 11:55 A.M, seconded by Hoffert.  Motion carried.
